INTRODUCTION

The Institute for Social and Trade Union research (ISTUR) at the Confederation of Independent
Trade Unions in Bulgaria carries on the tradition of issuing the Information Bulletin Living
Standards. The first issue of the 15™ annual series comprises nine months information for 2009
and comparisons with the corresponding months of 2006, 2007 and 2008.
Central place in the issue take own calculations of the cost of living (CL), consumer prices,
purchasing power of the different types of incomes etc. The cost of living is calculating as for
the end of months March, June, September and December of each year on the base of consumer
basket comprising 502 positions.
The issue includes also official information provided by National Statistical Institute (NSI),
National Social Security Institute (NSSI), National Employment Office (NEO), Employment
Agency (EA) and others institutions on living standards indicators — total for the economy and
mainly indicators associated with employment and unemployment, CL, remuneration, incomes
and inflation. The living standards and their real dimensions are characterized by other
indicators as well — working and living conditions, health and social services at work and
others.
The main purpose of ISTUR is to present generalized information on real changes of the living
standards and working conditions.

1. MAIN MACROECONOMIC INDICATORS

In the first nine months of 2009 the economy of the country entered into recession,
following the first signs of it in the last quarter of 2008 — decrease in the orders and
production, decrease in consumption, limited access to crediting, dismissal of labour
force and increase of unemployment.

In the last three years the economy of the country reached remarkable growth of over
6%. At the same time definite signs of “overheating” of the Bulgarian economy
became visible:

- the gross capital formation increased with nearly twice higher rates of the growth of

GDP, taking into account the fact that mainly the construction of non production
sights has been financed by investments;
- the growth of reserves is four times more intensive than the growth of the GDP and
involves structural disbalances and one of the most direct evidences for the broken
links between the producers and their excessive credit indebt is the unrealized
production;

- the trade balance increases the rates of the negative saldo and this results in a an
unstable pay balance depending strongly on the foreign investments and money
transfers from abroad;

- the increasing inflation made some of the producers uncompetitive and caused them
to face the necessity of urgent technological renovation.

All facts mentioned above are evidences of weak inner factors of the economic
growth in Bulgaria and disbalances of the “overheated economy”. This wide
spectrum of inner problems is combined additionally with the influence of the outer
financial crisis and caused the deep recession of the Bulgarian economy. This is
evident from the increasing drop in the 3 quarters of 2009, which most probably will
be over minus 6% as an average annual figure. The utmost impact was upon the
industrial sector characterized by three consequent drops in the three quarters of the



year — minus 12.4%, minus 7.2 % and minus 10% respectively. The services sector
was the only one maintaining positive (though decreasing) rates but in the third
quarter of 2009 it also collapsed. The rich harvest realized by agriculture partially
softened the drop in the general level of the GDP.

In the last three years a favourable trend regarding the increase of the employment
was prevailing. The employment coefficient (15-64 years old) from 58.6% in 2006
reached 64% in 2008 but nevertheless remained under the average European level of
65.9% and far from the Lisbon objective of 70%. The active measures and the
favourable conditions at the labour market during that period contributed for the
increase of employment. A new structural problem appeared. The subsidized
employment brought into the industry and services sectors low qualified work force
which was not able to provide adequate level of high productivity. Meanwhile the
constant increase of production and the economic growth caused a serious shortage of
qualified labour force. This shortage combined with the demographic problems and
the intensive migration of the labour force to other EU countries made government
and employers aware of the necessity of importing labour force. This process was
considerably slowed down due to the necessity of legislative changes and later on
after the beginning of the crisis the necessity of imported labour force was
reconsidered. Thousands of employed were dismissed at several waves and the
employers dismissed first the non-qualified workers. Consequently in the second
quarter of 2009 the employed people were with 68, 8 thousands less compared to the
same quarter from the previous year, the most considerable is the decrease in the
industry and construction.

With the beginning of the recession of the economy in the country we faced the first
signs for the worsening of the quality parameters of the employment. Till now there
was no clearly marked trend of gender differences. But the youth unemployment
begins to increase slowly. The most difficulty when looking for a job face the young
people who enter the labour market without any experience straight from school or
university.

About 58% from the registered unemployed have no qualification and the
predominant part have very low educational level — they have graduated only primary
school or even lower level. Alarmingly over 38% of those unqualified and low
educated unemployed are aged above 50. Those type of unemployed cumulate
several unequal situations at the labour market and their chances of finding work are
very limited.

The number of the discouraged people is also increasing. It reached 171 thousands in
the first nine months of 2009, which are 20 thousands more compared to the same
period of the previous year. This means that outside the registered unemployment we
find out a huge and increasing contingent of people who are outside the economic
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activity and who need urgent measures for the adoption of competitive skills and
entrance on the labour market.

In the macroeconomic context we find out an abrupt drop in the investment activity
and the tendency for decrease of the direct foreign investments in the country
continues — it was marked even during the pre-crisis 2008 as a consequence from the
world economic and financial crisis.

The drop in the production and consumption led to a clearly marked trend of keeping
and reducing the prices of main food products and to a decrease of the pace of
inflation as a whole which in certain months of 2009 changed to deflation. Those
changes fed the hopes of the government that Bulgaria will succeed to cover all the
criteria from Maastricht and to apply for entering the euro zone — which is pointed
out as one of the main short term objectives of the country.

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2. MAIN INDICATORS, CHARACTERISING THE LIVING STANDARDS

After the high increase of the cost of living of the Bulgarian households in the last
three years (between 9 and 14%), since the beginning of 2009 this growth was
considerably slowed down. As an average for the nine months of this year the cost of
living has increased only with 4.5% compared to the same period of the previous
year. This is mainly due to the explicit tendency of retaining the prices of the main
food stuff (growth of just 3.9%), while the industrial articles and services have
become more expensive as an average with 5.1%. The rise in the cost of living is
influenced mainly by the so called ‘excise goods’, housing expenses, electricity and
the group of goods and services for “education and recreation”. For the first three
quarters of 2009 the prices of the alcoholic beverages have increased with 8.2%, the
cigarettes with 20.1%, and the expenses for the maintaining of the houses, for
electricity, heating, for education and training have increased as an average between
6 % and 10%.

In the last three years the cost of living of the poor households has increased with
lower rates compared to that of the average four members’ household. This tendency
has been very explicit since the beginning of 2009 — the rise in the cost of living for
the poor is just with 2.9%. This is due to the fact that as a whole during the analyzed
period and during the months of the crisis mainly the prices of those goods and
services rose which are not typical for the consumption model of the poor households
— excise goods, luxury goods, education and other services.

Since the beginning of the year we have been noticing comparatively sustainable
tendency of increase of the gross income. The average nominal growth of the gross
income of 1 member of the household is above 6% compared to the same period of
the previous year. Despite this pace of increase in the structure of the incomes of the
households some negative changes take place. In the last few months the relative
share of the incomes from remuneration, freelancing or transfers from other
households has been decreasing. At the same time the incomes from pensions,
unemployment benefits, family benefits for children and other social transfers have
been increased as a share. This is a consequence from the applied restrictive measures
at the labour market, the freezing of the salaries in the budget sphere, decrease of the
incomes of the business, decrease of the employment and increase of the number of
the unemployed.

The remuneration as a main source of incomes for the nine months of 2009 marks a
real growth of 10.1%, being higher in the public sector (10.5%) and lowed in the
private (9.7%). A source for the increase of the remuneration is the reduction of the
personnel, i.e. the increase of the salaries is due to the reduction of the number of the
employed. Moreover, we should point out that in the conditions of recession the

employers dismiss first the most unqualified and most low paid employees
respectively. This explains in general terms the increasing level of the average wage.
In the years of transition 6-7 sectors keep very low level of salaries thus remaining at
the last places with regard to the price of labour. This is due not only to the fact that
they are mainly in the grey economy but also due to the social dumping. In some of
those sectors (for example dressmaking and tailoring industry) the growth of the
productivity exceeds several times the rates of the growth of the real salaries. Since
the beginning of 2009 this tendency as a whole has been going on. At the same time
the differentiation between the average work salaries in the different sectors and
activities deepens. As the average gross salary in the country is 578 BGN we can
define as “low paid workers” the employed in the following branches:

- Production of clothes (average wage of 339 BGN i.e. 58.7% from the average
in the country;

- Production of leather and leather articles (323 BGN — 55.8%);

- Hotels and restaurants (380 BGN - 65.7%);

- Production of wood materials and wood stuff without the furniture sector
(380 BGN — 65.7%));

- Agriculture, forestry and fishing (443 BGN — 76.6%).

- Trade and repair (460 BGN — 79.8%)).
As a total those branches and sectors employ 770 thousands people or 1/3 from all
employed people in the country. They represent the main contingent of the so called
“working poor”.
The minimum wage of 240 BGN is 41.5% of the average wage of the country and its
net amount is under the official poverty line (194 BGN for 2009).
The expenses for labour paid by the employers have been increasing with lower pace
compared to the nominal growth of the work salaries which is a consequence from
the relatively decreasing insurance burden on them, i.e. the rates for the insurance
payments of the employed mark successive decrease. The average expenses of the
employers for 1 working hour is 4, 52 BGN — in the private sector it is 3, 98 BGN,
and in the public sector it is 6, 11 BGN. The lowest expenses for 1 working hour are
in the agriculture sector, “trade and repair” and “hotels and restaurants” which fall
behind 3-4 times compared to “financial agency”, ,electricity, gas and water
production”.

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3. WORKING CONDITIONS

The working conditions are a consequence of many objective factors as type of
employment, the character of the labour relations, the sphere of employment, shifts
and duration of working time, production specifics, parameters of the working
environment, specifics of the working place, level of technical equipments, etc.
During the last years the structure of employment shows comparative stability. The
employed people are around 73% and the own account workers (employers, self
employed, unpaid family workers) are 27% respectively. The development of the
crisis has influenced mainly the waged labour — the absolute number of the employed
decreases and so does their relative share. The number of the own account workers
has increased with around 5 000 for the first nine months of the year. Those changes
are evidences for the happening (although nonexistent till now) restructuring of
employment.

The work on labour contract is predominant in the formal economy - 96.2% from the
employed people. Almost all of them (98.5%) are full time employed and the average
duration of the working time per week is 40.6 hours. For those working full time the
average duration per week 1s 40.9 and for those working part-time it is 21.4 hours.
Specific characteristic of the employment is the level of insurance for the different
type of risks. The available data shows that during the last years the insured by the
employer people are between 88% and 93% from the employed. It is interesting to
note down that the level of coverage of the work force for the different type of risks
as a whole is rather different. This is due to the specifics of the legislative scope and
to the level of deviation/no respect of the legislative norms on behalf of the different
contingents/groups of the work force. In the nine months of 2009 the coverage
calculated upon the available data by the National Insurance Institute for the insured
people is respectively:

- for pension - 74.2% of the workforce;

- for unemployment — 92.8%;

- health insurance - 78.8%.

We should point out that for the different risks the insured people are categorized to
different contingents due the following characteristics:

e The employed and the self employed are obliged to insure for pension. But in
practice the agriculture producers who are the predominant part from the
contingent of the self employed do not insure themselves. This is the reason for
the big gap to 100%.

e For unemployment only the employed people get insured. The difference to
100% 1is due to those working on civil contracts or other type of contracts
different from the labour ones.
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e According the law everybody is obliged to insure but in practice a major part
of the self employed do not (relying to pay cash for each health care service)
and small part of the unemployed who are without a right for benefits (most
often because of the lack of resources to provide for insurance themselves).
Thus the second category experiences extremely hard situation — they are
automatically dropped from the solidarity system and at the same time they do
not have money to pay for the health care services.

An important characteristic of the work environment is the use of information and
communication technologies in the work process. During the last two years a lot of
dynamic changes happen and logically they are influencing mainly the small and
medium enterprises. The relative share of the micro enterprises that have an access to
Internet has increased from 75% to 83%, for the small firms this growth is from 70 %
to 81%, and for the medium it is alone with 3%, but with a very high level of Internet
use (92-95%). The changes in the relative share of the employed who are using
computer connected to Internet are not so remarkable — for the micro enterprises and
the small and medium companies the growth is 2-3%, and the big companies do not
show any growth in this respect. As a whole the number of the work places equipped
with a computer is relatively limited - between 15 and 22% for the different sized
companies.

The indicators characterizing the safety and health at work show different tendencies
during the last two years.

e The number of people with temporary incapacity due to general disease, non
work related accidents, taking care of ill relatives and quarantine increases
with 19%, but at the same time the burden of illness is lower — the number of
the lost days decreases with 18%.

e Analogical changes are marked in the temporary incapacity due to work related
accident and professional diseases — the number of people increases with 32%,
but the lost days decrease with 6%.

e While the women prevail men with regard to the frequency of the temporary
incapacity due to general diseases, non work related accidents, taking care of
ill relatives and quarantine, the men more frequent than women are suffering
from work accident or professional diseases.
